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17. What is the staff to patient ratio? This provides you with an idea of the
amount of attention patients will receive.

18. Is there a separate area for someone who gets ill while at the center? What
do they do when someone gets sick? Is there a registered nurse on staft?

Will the nurse give injections of medications and pills throughout the day?
Find out what they will and will not do in terms of medical service.
